Electric Delivery Company LLC Tariff Section 6.1.1.16 - Rider
Underground Facilities Cost Recovery Factor (UFCRF) and Tariff Section
6.3.16 — Agreement for Underground Facilities and Cost
Recovery; requiring delivery of this ordinance to the company; authorizing
the City Manager to sign related documents; and ordaining other provisions
related to the subject matter.

Discussion/action on first reading of Ordinance No. 2536 approving a
settlement agreement between the City of Sulphur Springs, Texas, and
Atmos Energy Corp., Mid-Tex Division, regarding the company’s
statement of intent to change gas rates in all cities exercising original
jurisdiction; declaring existing rates to be unreasonable; adopting tariffs
that reflect rate adjustments consistent with the settlement agreement;
finding the rates to be set by the tariffs to be just and reasonable; adopting a
savings clause; determining that this ordinance was passed in accordance
with the requirements of the Texas Open Meetings Act; declaring an
effective date; and requiring delivery of this ordinance to the company and
legal counsel.
