Mayor Williams led in the pledge of allegiance and Councilman Spraggins led in the
invocation.

MANAGER’'S REPORT

ROCKDALE ROAD Il - The second phase of the Rockdale Road project is on hold for
awhile. The Capital Construction Division is presently relocating water and sewer lines
along Arbala Road, S.H. 19, and Holiday Drive in preparation for the construction of the
S.H. 11 extension from Wal-Mart to S.H. 19. TxDOT let that contract recently to A.K.
Gillis & Sons, Inc., and work should begin soon. We probably won't return to the
Rockdale Road project until school is out for the summer. At that time the Capita




Construction Division will begin work on 880 feet of reinforced concrete road. The
project has abudget of $223,707.

HOUSTON STREET - When we are done relocating utilities for the S.H. 11 project, the
Capital Construction division will begin replacing water lines and sewer lines on Houston
Street. The actual street reconstruction won't begin until next year.

MAIN STREET - We should be sending the construction plans out to bid in the next 10
daysor so.

The Capital Construction Division installed electrical conduit below ground in T-Bone
Alley. Oncor has begun the process of relocating the electric utilitiesto T-Bone Alley.

We also installed conduit for cable television, a grease collection line and a grease trap to
serve future restaurants on Main Street , Connally Street, and the West side of the square.

CLAIMS — We had no worker’s compensation claims in March, but we did have 2
liability claims. One claimant seeks damages for an ankle injury allegedly sustained at
Kids Kingdom. That claim was denied by TML. Anocther claimant seeks damages
resulting from a sewer blockage. That claim is pending with TML. | expect it to be
denied.

REVENUES AND EXPENDITURES - Finance Director, Peter Karstens will offer a
report on revenues and expenditures.

2050,
ARTICLE 15, HEAVY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, SECTION 15200 TO
INCLUDE SMALL ANIMAL CLINICSWITH NO OUTDOOR KENNELS

Small animal clinics are required to be located in Light Industrial zoning. This ordinance
would allow small anima clinics with no outdoor kennels to be located in Heavy
Commercia zoning. Community Development Director Johnny Vance was available to
answer any questions and present the staff report. There was no one else to speak to the
issue.

SETTING REDUCED SPEED LIMITS FOR INTERSTATE HIGHWAY 30
DURING CONSTRUCTION

The Texas Department of Transportation has requested this ordinance to reduce the speed
limit on IH 30 from 70 mph to 60 mph through the construction zone. The construction
zone is approximately six (6) miles long beginning at Loop 301 and ending at the west
city limit boundary. Recently two Texas Department of Transportation workers were
killed while working in a construction zone. There was no one to speak to the issue.
Councilman Spraggins moved to approve the ordinance on the first reading. Councilman
Brown seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.
