and adopting a new RRM tariff; ratifying the settlement agreement, 
including cost recovery for a steel service line replacement program; 
adopting a savings clause; determining that this ordinance was passed in 
accordance with the requirements of the Texas Open Meetings Act; 
declaring an effective date; and requiring delivery of this ordinance to the 
company and the Steering Committee’s legal counsel.
